6 Apply buff titanium next. Concentrate 
on the wall of the building and on 
getting the colour over the collage 
(tissue paper) so that the wall looks old. 
Alternate brushstrokes between vertical 
and horizontal to echo the patterns 
made with the collage material.

7 Apply red jasper genuine next, for the 
brickwork. This is a strong colour out 
of the palette, but remember that as 
you are applying it wet-into-wet, it will 
dry paler. You will also rag-roll the paint 
at the next step, which will soften the 
colour further. 

8 Rag-roll with kitchen paper over the 
painted areas to refl ect the brickwork 
then allow to dry.

9 Print portions of your chosen text quotation into the structure of the brickwork, 
but avoid the compulsion to put text everywhere! 

a) Rotate the dial.
b) Pick up the colour from a waterproof ink pad or water-soluble marker.
c) Stamp over the top of the dry collage and washes.

Text construction

11 Cut the mountboard to the exact 
sizes you require. Label the pieces in 
pencil so you know what they relate to.

12 Paint the edges of the mountboard 
with a brush to control the colour, and 
use the pieces as stamps. Use lamp black 
to paint the sharp edges of the card; this 
will strengthen the mountboard.

13 Stamp the mountboard pieces onto the painting. The 
stamped areas can exceed the confi nes of the vignetted areas.

Tip
The less you ‘interact’ with your painting the 
less contrived it will look. Be mindful of the 
number of brushstrokes you make, or the 

times that you touch the surface. Use tools, 
such as mountboard, to provide a barrier 

between you and the instinct to fa� ! 

It may be tempting to put on the red 
jasper genuine and panic that it is 
too strong, especially over the collage 
material. Don’t worry – the colour 
will get knocked back and the other 
colours will shine through.

For the construction of the text elements, I have used a rotary, 

twelve-digit letter stamp and a self-assembly typography set.

With the pen at 25°, 
pull down towards the 
base line in a well-
rounded curve.

With a pen angle 
slightly steeper than 
25°, make a serif and 
pull the pen diagonally 
to the right.

The bowl of R is an 
extended O with a  
short tail.

The M is almost two O 
shapes wide, with the 
second stroke springing 
from the central stem.

The letter O is wider  
than a circle and the 
top strokes of C, G, Q 
and S are flattened.

THE STROKES

CAPITAL LETTER STRUCTURES
The beginnings of the lower-case letters can be seen in the Uncial capital script. The letters D, H, K and L have ascenders that are 
higher than the capital height, and F, G, P, R and Y fall slightly below the base line. Ascenders and descenders should extend between 
one and two nib-widths. All curved structures in the Uncial hand relate to the extended O shape. Serifs are small and restrained.

LETTER HEIGHT
Uncial is written at four times the 
width of your nib for the height of the 
letter. Measure the height by making 
nib- width squares as shown, then 
rule the tramlines that far apart.

PEN ANGLES
It is important to keep the pen’s nib 
at 25° all the time you are writing. 
This is how the shapes of the thick 
and thin strokes are made. If you 
change the angles, the shapes will 
alter. The diagonal letters v, w, x, y 
can have a slightly steeper angle on 
the first stroke.

PEN PATTERNS
Uncial letter stems are short and the letters 
themselves are sturdy. All round letters are based 
on an extended circle which, when placed together, 
creates space along the line, giving a laterally 
stretched appearance to the letter forms. The 
diagonal letters are the width of o.

The Uncial hand is a capital, or majuscule, hand, probably evolved from North African scripts 

and in use in Europe as a book script from the fourth to the eighth centuries. The version 

shown here is a modern form, written with a comfortable pen angle. It is a very round letter 

form, well-spaced along the line, with any ascenders and descenders minimal in height. It is 

written with a very rhythmical movement and looks better in longer lines of text.

TOOLS

A selection of my tools
When I first started out, I wanted my tools to already have a patina of 
use on them so I looked like I really knew what I was doing. Now I like 
seeing the slow transition from shiny new metal to patinated veteran. It 
brings to mind thoughts of old jobs done together and conversations 

with my students. 

WHERE TO GET THEM
I like to have a mix of old and new tools: older tools, 
generally speaking, are higher quality and less money. It’s 
pretty easy to get hold of tools very quickly these days, 
though physical tool shops that sell fine tools are rare. It’s 
worth noting that most tool shops and DIY shops simply 
won’t stock what you need, although it’s good to know what 
your local shop has as it could be handy if you get stuck. 

I buy most of my new tools online. If you would like to get 
hold of some old tools, then the best place to find them is 
where they are out of context. Shops full of vintage tools 
tend to know the value of their stock better, while non-
specialist antique shops often hide hidden bargains. I like 
to – rather dramatically! – call tools I find in such places 
‘lost souls’, and it’s a great feeling to bring such characterful 
items back to a workbench and get them cutting wood 
once more. 

CARE AND MAINTENANCE
Having sharp tools is essential for producing good work. 
Sharpening, or fettling, is just part of the process of 
woodworking. Although it might at first seem like something 
standing in the way of actually chopping some wood, it’s 
what enables it to happen well. Instructions for sharpening 
chisels and plane blades are on page XX, and notes on 
maintaining saws are on page XX.

• Treat the cutting edges of your tools with great care. They 
should never bump into each other. 

• Rest your chisels bevel down on the bench so that the 
edge is in the air. 

• Your planes should be nestled on freshly-cut shavings, 
never on the bench itself, in case there is grit (from abrasvie 
paper, for example) on the surface.

• Clean and polish your tools with WD40 and machine wax.

AN OVERVIEW OF TOOLS
Tools, lovely tools! Tools have potential, that’s probably 
why they are so attractive – and why they can also be a 
massive distraction. Even now after a couple of decades of 
woodworking, I can’t resist buying tools. 

Note that having expensive tools won’t automatically 
make you a better woodworker, but cheap junk tools 
will hold you back. My advice is therefore to imagine the 
cost spread over a lifetime of use, and buy the best you 
can afford. You will never regreat buying good quality and 
well-designed tools.

With that said, as the average woodworker starting out, 
buying everything you need in one go can add up to an 
awful lot of money. Spend a portion of your budget to get 
the absolute essentials – we look at these over the next few 
pages – and save the rest until you work out what specifics 
you actually want from other tools. Buying a plane that’s 
far too big for you, or realizing that you should have bought 
a slightly shorter saw is frustrating. If you can resist the 
temptation, go easy, and avoid getting carried away buying 
tools on the spur of the moment. Just buy them as you 
need them and build your collection gradually. 

If you’ve got the cash to buy the absolute best tools 
then go right ahead, I wouldn’t advise you against it – just 
know that they won’t automatically make you a better 
woodworker. A middling-quality tool, set up well, will 
do most of what you need it to do. This is one of those 
instances where the time spent working with the tools 
understanding them and gaining insight is more valuable 
than spending thousands of pounds on top-of-the-
range trinkets.
