Raspberry tote
This is a deceptively easy, quirky tote that is made from a 
series of simple garter-stitch squares. Joined together with 
loops of i-cord, this tote opens nice and wide with a flat base, 
making it an ideal project bag.

Using colour B, make 6 squares following the same 
pattern as for colour A.

Cast on 2 sts using colour C and 3.75mm (size 5) 
needles.
Row 1: knit.
Row 2: k1, kfb, k to end.
Rep row 2 until you have 40 sts.
Change to colour E and continue in colour E as follows:
Row 40: knit.
Row 41: k1, k2tog, k to end. 
Rep row 41 until you have 2 sts left. 
Row 80: k2tog. (1 st)
Fasten off by cutting off working yarn, leaving a tail  
of around 30cm (12in) for sewing up later. Pass the 
working yarn through the final stitch and draw up tight.

EDGING TRIANGLES
Using colour D, make 16 triangles.
Cast on 28 sts using 3.75mm (size 5) needles.
Row 1: knit.
Row 2: k1, k2tog, k to end.
Rep row 2 until you have 6 sts left.
Change to 3.25mm (size 3) DPNs and complete the 
triangle using i-cord as follows:
*Row 24 onwards: 
1. Knit all the stitches on the needle onto a DPN. Do not 

turn work, but swap the DPN into the LH and slide the 
stitches to the other end of the DPN.

Important: Note that the working yarn is at the left 
edge of the knitting (this is correct, so don’t panic!).

2. Using a second DPN, pull the working yarn tight and 
knit the stitches off the DPN in the LH onto the new 
DPN as normal.

3. Swap the DPNs over, slide the stitches on the left 
needle to the front, pull the working yarn tight and 
knit these stitches off onto the RH DPN.

Note: As you knit, pulling the working yarn tight at the 
start of the row will form the knitting into a tube. It is 
important to pull tightly to avoid a ladder.

**Casting off: When the cord measures 15cm (6in), 
cast off as follows:
Row 1: k1, sl1k2togpsso, k2tog (3 sts).
Row 2: sl1k2togpsso. (1 st)
Fasten off by cutting off working yarn, leaving a tail  
of around 30cm (12in) for sewing up later. Pass the 
working yarn through the final stitch and draw up tight.

I-CORD SHOULDER STRAP
Using colour E, cast on 6 sts onto a 3.25mm (size 3) 
DPN.
Knit a length of i-cord following the steps from * opposite, 
until the cord measures 76cm (30in) or the desired 
length. Cast off by working from ** above. Fasten off.

MAKING UP THE BAG
Bag body:
1. Lay out the squares in your chosen pattern. I put the 

two-colour squares in the centre and alternated the 
other two colours around the edges.

2.  Join the individual squares neatly to form a larger,  
4 x 4 square using oversewing.

To attach the triangles: 
3. Making sure that the open side of the i-cord is facing 

towards you, oversew the long (cast-on) edge of each 
triangle to one outer square. You may need to stretch 
the triangle a little bit to form the slightly bulbous 
‘raspberry’ shape. 

4. Repeat for each triangle, making sure that for each 
triangle the open side of the i-cord faces towards you 

(i.e. the open ends all point in the same direction, as 
this will be the WS of the bag).

Join i-cord loops:
1. Fold each i-cord loop so that the end meets the  

open side. Carefully stitch the end to the open side 
(on the WS of the bag), making sure that the i-cord 
isn’t twisted.

2.  Fasten off each loop and weave in any ends neatly.
 Thread the long strap through each loop in order. Lift  

to ensure all loops are threaded and that they are not 
twisted or crossed over. Neatly stitch the two ends of 
the i-cord into a long loop. Weave in any ends neatly.

The cast-on edge is likely to be a little open. This 
can be used to your advantage when joining the 
two ends. Weave in the tail of the cast-off end, 
then push it a little way inside the cast-on end. 
Use the other tail to stitch around the join and  
the ends should be barely visible.

DESIGNER’S TIP

101100 KNITTING IN THE ROUND TUBULAR SKI SOCKS

Tubular ski socks
These socks do not have a heel, which makes them a great 
introduction to working on double-pointed needles because 
you can just concentrate on mastering working in the round. 
The socks use only knit and purl stitches, and the spiral is 
created by moving the rib along after every fourth round. 

FINISHED SIZE
To fit the approximate shoe sizes:
Small: UK shoe sizes, approximately 2–4 (US shoe sizes 4–6; European 
35–37)
Medium: UK shoe sizes, approximately 4–6 (US 6–8; European 37–39) 
Large: UK shoe sizes, approximately 6–8 (US 8–10; European 39–41) 

TENSION
Yarn used knits as DK to this tension:
26 sts and 40 rows = 10cm (4in) square using 3.25mm (size 3) DPNs 
over spiral rib stitch

YOU WILL NEED 
• 1 x 50g ball of DK weight yarn in colour A 
• 1 x 50g ball of DK weight yarn in colour B 

(You’ll need about 200m/220yd in total for a pair of average-
length ankle socks); Debbie knitted with Cascade 220 100% 
superwash wool DK, with approximately 200m (220yd) per ball, in 
the following shades (although any DK yarn can be substituted): 
o Colour A – Hyacinth (814)

 o Colour B – Sterling Blue (279)
• 3.25mm (Size 3) x 5 double-pointed needle set
• Yarn needle (for sewing up)

**Sizing note:
The length of your sock can easily be adjusted to fit. Simply  
repeat pattern rounds 1–16 until your sock measures 2.5 (3: 4) cm/  
1 (11⁄4: 11⁄2) in shorter than the desired length from the cuff to the  
big toe, then shape for the toe as above. When measuring, measure 
from the top of the desired cuff height, down the back of the heel  
to the floor. Then measure from the centre back of the heel along 
the inner edge of the foot, to the tip of the big toe. Add these two 
together, then deduct the amount for the toe shaping. This will give 
you the length of tube needed before you begin shaping for the toe.

SOCK ONE  
Cast on 48 (52: 60) sts using colour A and 3.25mm  
(size 3) DPNs. 
Divide the stitches by transferring them onto 2 needles 
(24: [28: 30] sts per needle)

Join the work into a circle (see page 83).
Complete the first round by knitting off 12 (13: 15) sts 
per needle (see pages 84–85).

CUFF

Rnd 7: *k1, k2tog, k2; rep from * to end (36 sts).
Rnds 8–9: knit.
Rnd 10: *k2, k2tog; rep from * to end (27 sts).
Rnds 11–12: knit.
Rnd 13: *k1, k2tog; rep from * to end (18 sts).
Rnds 14–15: knit.
Rnd 16: *k2tog; rep from * to end (9 sts).

All sizes: Break off yarn, leaving long tail, thread through 
stitches on needles and then draw up tightly. Fasten  
off by using a yarn needle to take the tail through the 
stitches and down through the centre to the wrong side 
of the work.

It can be difficult to work out which 
colours go together in a colourwork 
design. Here are a few ideas to get  
you started.

• Using a favourite photograph, picture 
or magazine illustration can inspire a 
very pleasing combination of colours.

• Invest in a colour wheel. If you  
don’t have one, there are many  
free printable ones available on the 
internet. Choose your main colours 
from a colour family, for example, 
pinks/blue/purples sit next to each 
other on the colour wheel. Then pick 
an accent colour from the opposite 
side of the colour wheel. For example, 
yellow sits opposite purple and green 
sits opposite red. This will make your 
design really pop.

• Think about proportion as well as the 
actual colours. The accent colour will 
be quite dominant, so choose a part 
of the design with a smaller number 
of stitches to ensure that it doesn’t 
overwhelm the rest of the pattern.

• Choose your background colour 
carefully. A neutral ecru or cream  
will work with many colourways,  
but others can be really different  
and effective. Have a look at other 
patterns and images online for  
more ideas.
