Using two 1m (1yd) lengths of yarn make a twisted 
cord (see page 134), tying a knot with the loose ends 
only. Trim the ends. Insert a crochet hook or the loop 
of a hairpin into one corner of the mug cosy, from 
back to front, and use to pull the folded end of one 
twisted cord through the knitting. Ease open the 
folded end, pull the knotted end through and draw 
up close to the knitting. Attach a tie to each corner in 
this way. Place the cosy around the mug and form the 
ties into bows to secure in place. 

A modern take on traditional designs, these 
stylish cosies are knitted in DK yarn using a 
simple slip stitch pattern that has elasticity –  
so creating a snug fit. 
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BACK AND FRONT (alike)
Using 4mm (size 6) needles cast on 52 sts.

Row 1 (RS) P2, *K3, P2, rep from * to end.
Row 2 K2, *P3, K2, rep from * to end.
Row 3 P2, *B3, P2, rep from * to end.
Row 4 As row 2.
These 4 rows form the patt.
Cont in patt until work measures 15cm (6in) 
from beg, ending row 3. 
(Length can be adjusted here.)
Next row K2 tog, *P1, K1, P1, K2 tog, rep 
from * to end. 41 sts.
Now work ribbed band as follows:
Next row P1, *K1, P1, rep from * to end.
Next row K1, *P1, K1, rep from * to end.
Rep last 2 rows twice more.
Cast off knitwise.

Tea cosy pattern
tea cosy
YOU WILL NEED
• 100g DK yarn in natural
• 4mm (size 6) knitting needles
• 2 buttons

SIZE
To fit a teapot with a circumference of 38cm (15in) 
and a height of 11cm (4½in) to lid (adjustable)

TENSION
30 sts and 32 rows to 10cm (4in) over patt, with 
patt slightly opened out

TO FINISH
Block back and front to size. Pin the side seams 
leaving a gap for the handle and spout. Place the  
cosy over the teapot and adjust the openings if 
necessary. Carefully remove the cosy and join the  
side seams. Press seams lightly using a warm iron  
over a damp cloth. 

Using three 3m (3yd) lengths of yarn make a 
twisted cord (see page 134). Starting at the centre 
front, thread the cord evenly around the cosy just 
below the ribbed band.

Place the cosy over the teapot and draw up the 
cord around the knob on the lid. Secure with a bow. 
Knot and trim the ends for length required. Sew a 
button to each end of the cord for decoration.
